PUBLIC COMMENT:  

Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, questioned if cat owners are getting the same attention as dog owners?  Board Chairman Stabile responded that many of the cats are feral.   

DISCUSSION:  CONTRACT WITH PLAINFIELD AREA HUMANE SOCIETY


Mrs. Forbes stated that with this contract we are obligating ourselves to monies for vet bills; how many animals are in the obligation?  If the Borough is obligated to notify if it cannot meet its obligations, then they should notify the Borough if they’re unable to meet theirs within sixty days.  She also questioned if they are keeping up with their fundraising efforts.  


Mr. Singleterry agreed that he, too, is concerned about the vet costs.  The Board Chairman suggested tabling the topic.  Mr. La Ronde agreed, suggesting they need further details.  Mr. Bernstein advised they should defer instead to the first meeting in February.  

Mr. La Ronde motioned to carry the discussion until the February 14, 2011 meeting, seconded by Mr. Hitchcock and carried unanimously.
