The Council President read the following Notice of Compliance:

RESOLUTION NO. 05-28-13-01a  WHEREAS, Arturo Marroquín, t/a Family Barbecue LLC, 306 Somerset Street, North Plainfield has filed an application for an Outdoor Sidewalk Café license for the period ending October 31, 2013 and

WHEREAS, review of the application and investigation of the site by appropriate 

Borough officials discloses that the granting of said application would be in order;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Borough of North 

Plainfield that an Outdoor Sidewalk Café license be issued to the applicant in accordance with the filed application, subject to all requirements set forth in N.P.R.G.O. 14-10 and the following conditions:


1.  Restaurant management shall keep the outdoor dining area clear of litter, food


     scraps and soiled dishes and utensils at all times.


2.  Trash receptacles shall be provided in outdoor dining areas used for consuming


     take-out items unless public trash receptacles are located nearby.


3.  At the end of each business day, the establishment is to clean and sweep the


     entire sidewalk in and around the outdoor dining area.


4.  No debris shall be swept, washed, or blown into the sidewalk, gutter or street.


5.  Trash receptacles shall be emptied daily.


6.  If awnings or umbrellas are used, they shall be washed whenever they become


     dirty.


7.  Applicant must not block adjacent doorway with any tables, chairs 

or planters, and must maintain six (6) feet of clear space between tables/planters

and curb and/or structures to ensure A.D.A. compliance.

RESOLUTION NO. 05-28-13-01b  RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH COUNCIL AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND BOROUGH CLERK TO EXECUTE CONTRACT AMENDMENT REQUEST NO. 1 TO NATIONAL WATER MAIN CLEANING COMPANY FOR THE CLEANING AND INTERNAL CCTV INSPECTION OF BOROUGH SANITARY SEWER SYSTEMS PROJECT AND TO AUTHORIZE FINAL PAYMENT ON THE CONTRACT

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield has previously entered into a contract with National Water Main Cleaning Company for services relative to CCTV Cleaning and Inspection of Sanitary Sewers in the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey; and,

WHEREAS, National Water Main Cleaning Company has performed services relative to the Borough of North Plainfield CCTV Cleaning and Inspection of Sanitary Sewers Contract; and,

WHEREAS, due to an unanticipated change in the scope of work as requested by the Borough of North Plainfield, the costs associated with the project have decreased by Nine Thousand Five Hundred Fifty-Seven Dollars and Twenty-Four Cents ($9,557.24); and,

WHEREAS, at the request of the Borough of North Plainfield, National Water Main Cleaning Company has prepared Contract Amendment Request No. 1, dated May 21, 2013, setting forth the decreased scope of work and the costs associated therewith; and,

WHEREAS, the CCTV Cleaning and Inspection of Sanitary Sewers Project has been completed and National Water Main Cleaning Company has submitted a request for final payment in the amount of Twenty Thousand Twenty Dollars and Seventy-Six Cents ($20,020.76), for a total contract amount of Twenty Thousand Twenty Dollars and Seventy-Six Cents ($20,020.76); and

WHEREAS, the Borough’s Engineers, Hatch Mott MacDonald, have reviewed said requests for payment and have recommended that final payment be made to National Water Main Cleaning Company.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey that the Borough Council hereby authorizes the Mayor and Borough Clerk, on behalf of the Borough, to sign and/or execute Contract Amendment No. 1, dated May 21, 2013, which is incorporated herein by reference as if same was fully set forth, without the need for any further action of this Borough Council; and, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that the Borough Council of the Borough of North Plainfield, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey does hereby authorize that final payment for all outstanding completed work be made to National Water Main Cleaning Company in the amount of Twenty Thousand Twenty Dollars and Seventy-Six Cents ($20,020.76), for a total contract amount of Twenty Thousand Twenty Dollars and Seventy-Six Cents ($20,020.76), for the CCTV Cleaning and Inspection of Sanitary Sewers Project and that all applicable Borough officials take necessary action for such payment to be made.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, questioned if the Borough had recovered the Certificate of Occupancy for the property located at 126 Hidden Trail as he was told it had been misplaced.  Replying to Mr. D’Amore’s inquiry after the Grove Street sidewalk mitigation monies due from the State, Mr. Hollod explained the three portions of the plan required to receive the funds.  Mr. D’Amore urged the proper installation of the bluestone during the project to ensure unnecessary breakage of the stone.      
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:


Commenting on behalf of Mayor Giordano, Mr. Hollod explained that he had been asked to present two scholarships to North Plainfield students on behalf of the Lion’s Club.  He extended his thanks to everyone in attendance for the Memorial Day services.  


Mr. La Ronde advised of the upcoming Street Fair on June 8 which will feature three different bands.  The adult recreation softball league will commence on June 2, he concluded.      


Mr. Merrill, sadly advising of the passing of Emily Thompson, a teacher at the middle school, requested that everyone keep her family in their thoughts and prayers.  

Council President Singleterry commended the Administration for the Memorial Day services and thanked Mr. Hollod for his presentation.
