 NARCOTICS INVESTIGATION IN NORTH PLAINFIELD YEILDS LARGE SIEZURE OF COCAINE

Somerville - Somerset County Prosecutor Geoffrey D. Soriano, Somerset County Prosecutor’s Office Chief of County Detectives Timothy Fitzgerald, North Plainfield Chief of Police of Police William Parenti and Plainfield Police Director Martin Hellwig announce the arrest of Hector M. Diaz, age 20, of Terrill Road, Plainfield, New Jersey. 

Prosecutor Soriano states that The Somerset County Organized Crime and Narcotics Task Force received information that on November 26, 2013, an unknown male, who was later identified as Hector M. Diaz, would be leaving his residence located on Terrill Road, Plainfield and travelling to a location in Somerset County in a black GMC Yukon.  As a result of receiving the information, members of the Task Force detectives established surveillance on defendant Diaz’s residence.  At approximately 10:00 p.m., defendant Diaz was observed leaving his residence and entering the GMC Yukon. A moving surveillance was conducted on the vehicle to the area of U.S. Highway Route 22 West in North Plainfield Borough.  At this location a motor vehicle stop was conducted.  North Plainfield Police Officers responded to the motor vehicle stop to assist in the investigation.  Defendant Diaz was advised of the narcotics investigation that was in progress and he voluntarily gave consent to search his person, vehicle and residence.  A search of the vehicle resulted in the seizure of approximately 28 grams of cocaine inside the center console. Defendant Diaz’ had $2351.00 in U.S. currency in his possession at the time of his arrest.  With the assistance of the North Plainfield and Plainfield police departments detectives searched the defendant’s the residence. The search resulted in the seizure of an additional 175 grams of cocaine and $10,222.00 in U.S. currency from defendant Diaz’s bedroom.  Also located in the bedroom were drug packaging materials to include scales, cutting agent and baggies.  

 

 Defendant Diaz was charged with Possession of CDS (Cocaine) with the Intent to Distribute, 1st Degree and Possession of Drug Paraphernalia, a Disorderly Persons offense. 

Defendant Diaz was lodged in the Somerset County Jail.
