REQUESTS FOR AGENDA ITEMS:  None.    
PUBLIC COMMENT:  
Frank N. D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, advised that signs worded “Get Paid Daily” had been posted on the corner of Route 22 and North Drive since May 22 and needed to be removed.  He questioned if liens had been placed against those foreclosed or abandoned properties which had required upkeep by the Department of Public Works and the Council President answered in the affirmative.  The speaker stated that an amendment to the commercial vehicle ordinance would do no good if it were not enforced.  Upon speaking to PSE&G in Newark, he learned that no employees were ordered to take their vehicles home.  
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:


Mayor Giordano thanked Council President Stabile for his work on the Street Fair.  He thanked the Recreation Commission for their awards ceremony and movie night this weekend and extended special thanks to Mr. La Ronde and his wife, Tracey Peters, for supplying the hot dogs for the kids.  He advised that the Borough is currently in the process of hiring a part time Code Inspector.  The Borough has placed liens in the amount of $1,000.00 against the properties which are not being maintained due to foreclosure or abandonment. 

Mr. Hollod reported that the Borough does not need to obtain a Certificate of Appropriateness from the Historic Preservation Commission for the roadway improvements on Rockview Avenue as per the Commission’s attorney.  


Mrs. Forbes commended the Council President on his work on the Street Fair.  She reported that a Somerset Street restaurant which had participated in the Street Fair had such an overwhelming response to their empanadas and kabobs that they will now add them to their regular menu.  Council President Stabile announced his pleasure with hearing that Fiesta Time, the restaurant Mrs. Forbes mentioned, had benefited so greatly from their participation in the Street Fair.      

Mr. Hitchcock congratulated everyone involved in the Street Fair and announced that he is looking forward to the Fourth of July Parade marching down Somerset Street.


Mr. La Ronde thanked Council President Stabile for the Street Fair. 


Mr. Righetti thanked everyone involved with the Street Fair.


Mr. Singleterry thanked everyone involved in the Street Fair and the chili cook-off.


Council President Stabile thanked everyone that assisted with the Street Fair this year.  He advised that the Mayor had expressed his thanks to the Council for their participation in the Memorial Day services.
